Inspired by this trip they had taken,  I 

realized then that there were people who had needs beyond those of mine.  At that 

moment,  I contemplated on what I could do to help these people then and there.  We 

just finished Christmas vacation and unlike those in Africa,  I had received money as 

just one of my many Christmas presents.

STMC Plant a Row Grow a Row Program 
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STMC and Plant a Row/Grow a Row teamed up this past spring to help and encourage 

backyard vegetable gardeners and others to donate some of their crops or other produce to the 

New Westminster Food Bank and the New Westminster Union Gospel Mission.  STMC took on 

this community outreach program as a part of their campus ministry program.  Mr. Claude 

LeDoux, a noted local horticulturalist, greatly assisted us in this new project.  Claude has been 

involved in the Plant a Row/Grow a Row program since formation of the local New Westminster 

chapter of this North America wide organization.  He organized a Gardenersô Party in the STMC 

gym in the spring to introduce the program to the school.  This meeting was great fun and 

informative to local vegetable and fruit gardeners, giving them an opportunity to share growing 

tips with each other and to learn from some well known experts.  

        From mid -June to Thanksgiving, backyard vegetable gardeners collected the produce   
 
they could spare and dropped it off at the STMC parking lot every Sunday morning.  STMC  

 
students and families volunteered to collect, weigh and store the produce in a  

 
locker and refrigerator provided by the school.  Some families involved were the Belgraves, the  
 

Landolts, the Padrons, the Clarkes, the Woodsons, and the Rubbens, as  
 

well as one of our best staff vegetable -growing experts, Carl Polych.   In addition to the  
 
STMC students who with their families helped collect the produce on Sunday mornings,  

 
Paulina Nowicki (Grade 11), has been very successful in obtaining produce for donation from  

 
both Langley Farm Market and Hop -On Farms with the help of Danica Verhoeve (grade 11).   
 

 The Plant a Row Grow a Row Program is a nation wide event and STMCôs collection of  
 

over 3000 lbs  was one of the higher totals in Canada.

 Ms. Bohemier and Ms. Lang spent three weeks immersed in the 
poorest areas of Nairobi, Kenya and Arusha, Tanzania. During their 
time there, Ms. Lang worked at the Mary Rice Day Care Centre in 
Kibera (the largest slum in Africa), which helps teach kids with 
intellectual disabilities basic reading, math, and personal hygiene. Ms. 
Bohemier worked at the Ruben Centre with health care workers doing 
home visits with people who are HIV positive and educating people 
about how to prevent the spread of HIV and how to properly care for 
those who have the virus.  
Christian Brothers and Edmund Rice Associates from Australia, India, 
Canada, and the UK took part in the life -changing experience. Ms. B 
and Ms. Lang are excited to bring their experience back to the STMC 
community and hope to continue to help those they met along their 
journey.
